Reforms are essential in all areas,
but education must come first

Chittagong University Vice-Chancellor Professor Dr. Mohammad
Yahya Akhtar has said that reforms are needed in every sector, but
education must be placed as the top priority. He stressed that the noble
pride of teachers’ impartiality must not be compromised. The primary
identity of students and teachers in universities should be academic,
not political. Academic identity must remain the foremost identity.

The CU Vice-Chancellor further said that students must work to fill
the existing academic gaps. He emphasized the need to nurture talents
like Professor Abdul Karim, Professor Jamal Nazrul Islam, and Dr.

Muhammad Yunus, whose brilliance is no longer emerging in the
present time.

He expressed these views, while speaking as the chief guest at the
orientation program for the newly admitted undergraduate students of
the Spring Semester 2025, organized by International Islamic
University Chittagong (IIUC) at its permanent campus in Kumira.

Professor Dr. Azadi served as Pro-Vice Chancellor of IITUC from 12 July 2018 to 5
March 2021. Prior to that, he dedicated 38 years to the Department of Zoology at the
University of Chittagong, where he held various academic and administrative
positions.

Professor Dr. Azadi was born in 1954 in the village West Keshua, under Borama Union
in the upazilla Chandanaish. His father was Mr. Nazu Miah and his mother was Ms.
Fatema Khatun. He pursued his early education at Keshua Primary School, Barkal S.Z.
High School, and Government Mohsin College. He was among the first batch of
students in the Department of Zoology at the University of Chittagong, from where he
earned his Bachelor’s (Honours) degree in 1976. In 1979, he completed his MSc
(Thesis) degree in Zoology (Freshwater Biology) from the same department, conduct-
ing foundational research on the Halda River—specifically, on why major carp species
like Rui and Catla spawn there.

Dr. Azadi joined the Department of Zoology at the University of Chittagong as a lectur-
er in 1980. He later earned his PhD from the same university through research on the
limnology of Kaptai Lake and the population biology of two major carps—Rui and
Catla. A major portion of his research analysis was conducted at the River Laboratory,
Eastern Group, Windermere Laboratory of the Freshwater Biological Association
(FBA) in the UK, under the British Technical Assistance program.

Professor Dr. Azadi has participated in over 80 seminars, workshops, symposium, and
conferences both nationally and internationally, where he has presented various
research papers as keynote and general presenters.

Professor Dr. Azadi has published 123 research papers in various reputed national and
international research journals. He has Professor Dr. Azadi has published 123 research
papers in various reputed national and international research journals. He has also
published 56 proceedings papers and 16 science-based popular articles. Professor Dr.
Azadi has supervised 100 MS thesis students, 08 MPhil and 7 PhD students.

He
likened life’s challenges to the waves of the
sea—waves can drown a person, but with
skill they can also carry a ship to its
destination. Similarly, university life requires
personal responsibility. Students will face

multiple choices, and no one else will decide
for them.

He placed special importance on language
learning, whether Arabic, English, or others,
and on acquiring practical skills like CV
writing. Many dismiss CV writing as simple,
but he stressed that it is vital for career
success. He also advised students to begin
networking early, clarifying that networking
is not about asking for jobs but about
building relationships, learning from others,
and creating opportunities for mutual
growth. “The real joy of being human,” he
said, “is that we can hold each other’s hands
and move forward together.”

In  his special remarks, Muhammad
Shahjahan said Bangladesh is a nation of
pride, but it has long suffered from poor
leadership and widespread corruption. The
July 24 Revolution, however. has renewed
hopes for honest and patriotic leadership.

In  his  presidential  address, [UC
Vice-Chancellor Professor Dr. Mohammad
Ali Azadi reminded students that youth is the
most valuable stage of life and must not be
wasted. “This is the time to move forward, to
face challenges. and to pursue knowledge
with wisdom.
