Obviously, this intimacy between teachers and students was stepped up after the
sad demise of Kazi Nehlin, one of our beloved students.

Death comes to us all as well as forewarns that life is brief and nothing can bring back the fleeting breath. More
poignantly, no tribute or homage can “sooth the dull cold ear of Death”.

Rather, it seems a death train trampling on our beloved student, Serat.




but we are determined not to give up. The true reflection of our indomitable spirit is Sohag
ana, our former Ot Ducto e e gas %urner, 70% of his body was burned. The doctors said ‘No’ to
his survival. The surrounding friends and reﬁtlves also said the same. But Prof. Mohammad Humayun Kabir, the
then Head of the department, his colleagues and the students were unwilling to accept it. They poured their heart
out through sincere prayers and logistic & economic assistance to reverse the negative into positive. Alhamdulillah.
Finally, the efforts brought him back to life. Now, Sohag Rana stands hale and hearty as a symbol of our incomparable
rapport between teachers and students in the department.

Periphery Merged to Mainstream:

Meanwhile, in the capital, Dhaka, the Department of English Language and Literature (DELL) started its journey
in 2006 with only three faculty members (Late Prof. Ali Akbar, Mr. Iqbal Hossain & Mrs. Selina Hussain) and
soon gained confidence of the students. Within a short time, the department in the capital earned a reputable status
with almost 500 students and 13 faculty members including adviser cum adjunct faculty Prof. M Harunur Rashid,
the former DG of Bangla Academy. The meteoric rise of the DELL in Dhaka campus was made possible only because
of the sincere effort of Late Prof. Ali Akbar, Prof. AKM Mohiuuddin, & Dr. Mohammad Kaosar Ahmed as they
shouldered responsibility of Heads with perfection one after another. However, the periphery cannot ignore the call
of the center. Under the instruction of the University Grants Commission (UGC) of Bangladesh, Dhaka campus had
to merge with the mainstream Kumira Campus, but it was a blessing in disguise. The center has been enriched with
resource persons from the capital.

New Heights:

The young department within the short span of 18 years has reached envious height through continuous professional
development of resource persons, research and publication and student oriented skill enhancement and community
service activities.

DELL started its journey with only five lecturers but with the passage of time, being enriched with 29 faculty mem-
bers (a professor, thirteen associate professors, fourteen assistant professors and one lecturer), it is the largest English
department in Bangladesh now.

The trend speaks of teachers grooming the
students to reach the level of excellence.

University of East London. Even I was inspired and went to University of Manchester for getting Masters Degree in
Educational Technology and TESOL.

Besides, DELL aspires that within couple of years or so, no faculty members would be without PhD degree. Already
among our faculty members, Dr. Mohammad Kaosar Ahmed obtained doctorate degree from Islamic University,
Kushtia and Dr. Mohammad Riaz Mahmud from Chittagong University. Mr. Shah Md. Sanaul Karim is going to
be awarded PhD degree soon from the Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia . On the other hand, Md Maksud Ali and
Umme Salma are pursuing PhD degree with scholarship from University of Queensland, Australia and Mr. Abdul
Hakim from the University of Memphis, USA with scholarship. Some others are pursuing from University Sains
Islam Malaysia, International Islamic University Malaysia, Islamic University, Kustia, and Bangladesh University of
Professionals. Moreover teachers are frequent in going abroad for training. Mr. Md. Mohib Ullah went to USA on
Foreign Language Tmchmg Assistant’ (FLTA) program, Dr. Mohammad Riaz Mahmud on Tnternational Visitin

Leadership Program’ (IVLP) and I went to the same country on “Teaching Excellence and Achievement Program’ (TEA )g

Research and publication are the indicators of a quality university. Apart from three national conferences, numerous
seminars, workshops and colloquiums are held in DELL on a regular basis. Teachers, besides publishing journal
articles home and abroad, are involved in text book publication for students. The first book that has been accepted
as a text book for the whole university is Foundation English Course (Book 1 and 2)’ edited by Md. Eftekhar Uddin,
Muhammad Safiur Rahman, Shah Md Sanaul Karim, and Mohammed Sarwar Alam.

Absar Uddin.

Careers with an English Degree

While there’s more to an English literature degree than reading hefty tomes until your eyes go square, it’s fair to say that
reading and analyzing written works is likely to be pretty central to your studies. During an English literature degree,
students scrutinize and debate a variety of texts, as well as acquiring knowledge of literary movements, periods and
critical approaches that have shaped the way we view literature today.

As a student of English literature at university, we’ll develop comprehensive written and spoken communication
skills,becoming adept at arguing a point, framing a narrative and analyzing various levels of meaning. But perhaps the
question on every English literature student’s lips is: ‘what can you do with an English degree once you graduate?” The
answer to this question is more longwinded than you might expect, as English degree graduates can be found in more
or less every industry, filling a variety of roles — from editor to academic and legal advisor to manager.

Read on to explore the many answers to the question ‘what can you do with an English degree?” — Plus get tips on how
to boost your employability within each area.

Typical Careers with an English Degree

Although there’s no one industry which takes precedence, English degree graduates are often found where strong
communication and written English skills are top priorities; for example, within the worlds of media and publishing.
On the one hand, the widespread demand for good communication skills means English literature degrees offer lots of
potential career paths. But, since this is a non-vocational subject, students may want to consider gaining work experi-
ence during their studies — a good way to get a feel for different options, and often an essential asset when it comes to
applying for graduate jobs.

For instance, students who know they want to go into magazine publishing upon graduation will likely need expe-
rience in a similar environment, either from an internship undertaken during their studies or involvement with a
student publication, such as a university newsletter, magazine or website. Some more ideas on how to boost graduate
employability within each industry are listed below.

Media and Journalism Careers

Encompassing a whole bunch of smaller industries, the media sector covers everything from film to television,
newspapers to news blogs, advertising to PR and gaming to game reviewing. Depending on your area of interest, there’s
a niche for just about any English graduate, whether you want to produce, write, edit, review, schedule, promote,
manage or run.

Students should be aware that careers in media can be very competitive, and unless you're dedicated to the industry
and have the work experience record to show it (see below), strong starting salaries for careers in media are hard to
guarantee. In addition, those wishing to pursue journalism as a profession may benefit from a specialized graduate
degree in this field.

How to improve your graduate employability: Internships and/or placements; a media blog; an active presence on
social media; personal portfolio of work (e.g. a compilation of reviews, scripts, photography, film projects etc.); proven
interest in current media landscape (in film, television, journalism, digital media etc%.




Often intersecting with the media world, publishing nonetheless constitutes a distinct sector. In recent years, the
publishing industry has seen much disruption, thanlg(s in large part to the digital revolution. Although this means
many traditional print publishing companies are becoming smaller or struggling to survive, those that have adapted
to the world of digital publishing are continuing to thrive — and in need of graduates with the skills to help them keep
evolving. Digital publishing encompasses areas such as e-books and electronic journals (e.g. scientific periodicals), as
well as online magazines and news sites. English graduates entering publishing careers may be involved in a variety of
areas, including administration, production, editorial, marketing, public relations and sales.

How to boost your graduate employability: Internship at a pubishmg house; self-published blog; creative portfolio;
knowledge of the contemporary world of print and digital publishing.

Teaching & Academic Careers

Although careers in teaching often require additional qualifications and/or experience, an English literature degree
can be a great way to develop the academic knowledge and communication skills needed.

To teach at primary or secondary level, you'll usually need to complete a professional teaching qualification and gain
some experience working with children and/or young adults. For university-level teaching, you'll be required to gain
at least a master’s degree (in the field you wish to teach) and often also a PhD; many universities combine teaching and
research roles.

Careers in teaching and academia can also tie in with carcers in media. For instance, university tutors often submit
papers to journals, contribute to or author entire books, and comment on contemporary issues in the mass media.
How to increase your graduate employability: Previous teaching experience (e.g. tutoring, mentoring, teaching
English abroad); work with children and young adults (e.g. mentoring, child-minding, youth project volunteering);
contributions to research projects (e.g. research assistant work).

Advertising, Marketing & Public Relation Careers

Another set of career paths with close ties to the media industry, roles in advertising, marketing and public relations
are all popular options for English degree graduates. While still involving high levels of creativity and excellent
communication skills, these roles all demand more of an explicit focus on generating profit and expanding business
or brand reach. This more revenue-based mindset is also often paired with higher starting salaries compared to more
purely artistic/creative media roles, and career progression possibilities may also be more clearly defined.

How to boost your graduate employability: Experience in sales and marketing roles; knowledge of how to promote
yourself (or a product/service) using social media; a creative portfolio of ideas.
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Other Common & Less Typical Careers with an English Degree

As well as the industries listed above, there are many other answers to the question ‘what can you do with an English degree’
Other common careers with an English degree include librarianship, archiving, bookselling, information and research, tourism,
events management, social work, youth work, probation work, human resources, retail management and sales.

Careers in the Public Sector

An umbrella term for state-funded roles within the public domain, the public sector is responsible for hiring large numbers of
administrators, civil service workers, health service workers, government workers and police/armed forces personnel every year.
Depending on the country you wish to work in, this can give you a huge number of options in terms of travel, personal growth and
career progression. English degree graduates are likely to be well suited to public sector roles in English-speaking countries, thanks
to highly developed spoken and written communication skills, the ability to research and analyze complex written information,
and the ability to contextualize issues based on historical, political, cultural and social contexts.

How to improve your graduate employability: Demonstrable interest in the field (e.g. volunteering experience in a government
agency); awareness of current affairs; work experience requiring strong organizational skills.

Careers in Business, Accounting and Finance

If you're that rare breed of student who can manipulate both words and numbers with equal dexterity, then you may want to put your broad
skillset to use within the business world. For highly numerate graduates, careers in accounting and finance are a very real prospect; even as an
arts graduate you shouldn’t be treated any differently when applying for these roles, so long as you can prove your mathematical skills. You'll
need good grades in mathematics at secondary education level, and may need to pass a numeracy test conducted as part of the job assessment
process.

Not all roles in business are based entirely on numbers, of course. Entry-level administrative roles can provide opportunities to develop skills in
leadership and strategy, building on the communication skills you augmented during your degree. Here, hard work, initiative and collaboration
will determine your chances of progression, with the possibility of gaining on-the-job training and further qualifications depending on the
employer.

How to boost your graduate employability: High levels of numeracy; experience in leading a team (e.g. a university project); experience
working within a team; understanding of some elements of the business world (e.g. sales/administrative experience); interest in current
economic climate and business markets.

ehlin is the figure who, as the brightest of all stars, remains in the sky of the memory of Department of Enghsh

Language anc% Literature (DELL§ ITUC. Her death in a road accident has put us in an ever-lasting mourning.
But her dgeatlg1 does guide us to think of the greater context of Bangladesh with regard to country-wide road accidents.
Many organizations and people of all walks repeatedly raise the issue to our country's authority for a permanent solu-
tion that can remarkably reduce the number of road accidents. There have been several movements as well for safe
roads. But Feminists or Islamic Feminists are hardly seen in these activities. This is how, Nehlin issue quite logically
has us switch over to the critiquing of Feminism and Islamic Feminism in broader context. Why Feminism and Islamic
Feminism are reluctant to or, sometimes, are even against issues outside women one is something to be concentrated
on. When we do it, we find some features of Feminism and Islamic Feminism that not only make women reluctant
or opposed to issues outside women one but also increase crisis of women far from giving a solution to their misery.
Feminism is perhaps prohibited in Islam because it is born in the womb of interest-based Capitalism. As something
which is already prohibited and cannot be Islamized, there must not be anything like Islamic Feminism. Alcohol
cannot be Islamic alcohol. Islam alone is perfectly enough for the Muslims and whole mankind irrespective of gender
identity. As Islamic Feminism is the Islamic version of Capitalism, it is bound to agree with Feministic ideas.

In The Second Sex, the forerunner of Feminism Simone de Beauvoir says, “One is not born, but rather becomes, a
woman.” In other words, removing the instinctive features from women, they need to be taught how their nature and
attributes shall be. This viewpoint of Beauvoir may put the world in a condition where a grim nightmare will keep on
haunting and “centre” will not be able to “hold” It is dangerous for mankind because like a man, a woman has got her
own attributes and she has got those attributes by birth. For example, if we observe that there are differences even in
toy preference between a male and a female child, difference between their respective nature is proved.Also,
differences can be found in their behavior, i.e. a male boy is generally agile, unorganized and stubborn whereas a girl
is patient, shy and organized. But through her viewpoint, Beauvoir tries to reconstruct the mental set-up of a woman
with male characteristics which is dangerous for mankind.

Surely, Beauvoir is indirectly placing males in a position superior to females as she wishes to reconstruct a woman’s
mind imitating a man’s. This is unnatural like the desire of growing berry in a mango tree, and whatever is unnatural is
destructive and ominous. So, women need not to act like men rather they need to explore their own qualities which

can be used for the betterment of mankind.




own potentials. So, what Beauvoir thinks re-

efinitely misleading. Islamic Feminists disagree with feminist Beauvoir’s proposed reconstruction
of women’s self. Up to here there is validity. But when in rest of the areas of Feminism or Beauvoir’s viewpoint, those
Islamic Feminists express their indirect support, they lose that validity.

Feminist Jane Austen says, “I hate to hear you talk about all women as if they were fine ladies instead of rational crea-
tures. None of us want to be in calm waters all our lives.” At first, it needs to be said that humans are not creatures,
rather they are beings and only beings can be rational and spiritual. So, Austen uses antithetical term “rational crea-
tures” and degrades women. Secondly, Capitalism has given birth to Feminism and as a result we are encountering
these pictures, i.e. women in the name of rejecting the confinement of four walls, come out and participate in obscene
activities like performing for different types of ac%vertisemcnts of products by exhibiting their bodies and many other
actions equivalent to that. Now the question is, do these actions of women mean that they have finally got rid of con-
finement and become rational? The answer is a big NO. Rejecting tradition and embracing Feminism do not mean
that women are now free and rational. So, Feminism can never be the ultimate solution to women’s misery, rather they
need to embrace good parts of tradition precisely. And by embracing such tradition (e.g. the religious one), they have
to explore their own potentials and use those for the betterment of the society, giving first priority to family.

There are pioneering figures like Begum Rokeya Shakhwat Hossain, Marie Curie, Mother Teresa and so forth, who
have already set examples in this regard. And these torchbearers of women’s liberation movement are most of the time
wrongly interpreted as Feminists or Begum Rokeya Shakhwat Hossain as Islamic Feminist. If scholar Mahmudul
Hasan critiques Rokeya as a Muslim feminist or Islamic feminist, it is perhaps his intellectual appropriation with the
moderate Islam of Malaysia where he serves as a professor of Bangladeshi origin. We know that Islam is only Islam that
has no categorization or classification like moderate, radical, liberal or modern.

Jane Austen further says, “He is a gentleman, and I am a gentleman’s daughter. So far we are equal.” “Equality” is what
Feminism sings for. Here, Austen also tells the same thing. She emphasizes the word “equality” with the help of the
word “gentleman”. Gentleman denotes a person who is suited and booted and speaks gently. In it, there is nothing
regarding the concept of being a good human, and its proof is that a suited and booted person can be dangerous in-
side. So, Austen should encourage women to become good human beings rather than becoming gentlemen-like. This
gentleman concept is produced Ey Capitalism which also has given birth to Feminism.

So, those words are interlinked and that is what makes Jane Austen inappropriate. Besides, gentleman concept is
related to aristocracy, snobbery and urban life which are also the features of Islamic Feminism. So, Islamic Feminism
will perhaps abstain itself from critiquing Austen’s viewpoint.

Virginia Woolf says, “As long as she thinks of a man, nobody objects to a woman thinking.” Virginia Woolf holds a
grudge against the society of men and these words prove that. Here, she considers all males as against females which
is undoubtedly a wrong conception.In a country with an ideal setting, where no capitalistic element is given access to, will
surely have men who never nurture male ego and interiorize women. If Feminism gives reference to that viewpoint of Woolf and
offers itself as the solution, the matter will be paradoxical. The reason is that the root cause of the problem of men’s expectation
of remaining all in all in women’s mental sphere is Capitalism, and Feminism is the child of Capitalism. So, Feminism’s solution
means making mockery of women’s crisis. Here Islamic Feminism hardly critiques, and, thus, validates.

Actually, among various problems of Islamic Feminism which it is bound to have, one is that Islamic Feminism apparently
opposes Feminism but eventually upholds Feminism’s core objective - quantitative equality. Thus, Islamic Feminism voluntarily
turns non-Islamic because Islamic wisdom does not support quantitative equality. To say precisely, Feminism says wherever men
do their jobs, women can prove themselves equal to men in each of those job ficlds. Islamic Feminism validates women to work
in each of men’s job field but not to prove themselves equal to men but to discover their potentials. It is the same quantitative
equality where only the explanation is different. Islamic Feminism, with a different presentation style, gives a viewpoint similar
to Feminism. Physics is understood, not metaphysics. Islam validates qualitative equality, that is, some job fields are exclusively
for men, some are exclusively for women and some are common. Islam says if it is not too essential, women will not do job leaving
her family and home. In other words, Islamic Feminism reinterprets, reconceptualise and reconstructs Islam from the perspective
of Feminism. The reinterpretation, reconceptualization and reconstruction are quite needless because Islam in itself is complete
and up-to-date forever. Or, seeing Islam from the perspective of Feminism is subordinating Islam to Western secular concept
Feminism. So, Islamic Feminism is non-Islamic. As Capitalism is “laisez faire” meaning “do as you like”, it suggests a person
the need of dominance for the fulfillment of his self-interest. Predictably, Feminism, Capitalism’s womb-born child, suggests
dominance too. So does Islamic Feminism and, that is why, it only sees dominance. In this process, Islamic Feminism argues that
a husband is never the guardian of his wife. This is told by Islamic Feminism because it mistakes responsibility (guardianship
means responsibility) for dominance.

Islamic Feminism cannot truly critique the West and, that is why, it accepts modern development as true development not seeing
the absence of welfare and sustenance in it. Likewise, it cannot critique Western definition of “doing something” by a woman
after her education is complete. West says a woman’s education reflects in her job outside her family and home. Islamic Feminism
agrees to it, and an Islamic Feminist frantically looks for job after her higher education, finds one and deprives a man of that
job though a job is a matter of existence for a man whereas it is a matter of luxury for a woman in many cases. Islamic
Feminism does not say that a woman receives higher education for the organized development of her inner self, not

for doing a job.

is is a hypothesis for the sake of esis with no aim of epistemological deliberation. If so, more
of such hypothesw can be done. Like, our brain is God-gifted and, so, if our brain produces hydrogen bomb, though
for killing innocent human beings, that bomb is also God-gifted or God-chosen and thus it will have validity. Besides,
to think that a woman with her feminine qualities is bound to be a feminist is fascistically hegemonic. This is why, we
like to ask, can’t a woman depend on her religion Islam alone as the only solution to her crisis? Holistically? A Muslim
does not have to be a modern Muslim while only to become a true Muslim is the only right thing for him. In the same
way a Muslim woman does not have to be an Islamic Feminist; only to be a true Muslim woman is what Allah asks for.

In a poor country like Bangladesh, where corruption is at large, Islamic feminists are also hardly honest, truthful
and human-centric. Similar is the case, though in other ways, in developed countries. It is to be mentioned here that
to oppose Islamic feminists does not mean to oppose Islam or women. However, Islamic feminists in a country like
Bangladesh are always city-dwellers, and belonging to upper or upper-middle or middle class. They are snobbish in
dress selection, food, pronunciation of Bangla and English as well as in their entire lifestyle. If in normal process,
they fail to have an expected job, they follow all sorts of unfair means. After the job is achieved, they show the cause
of family to office, that of office to family and at last those of both to their husbands. Thus, they finally succeed in
managing a comfortable, weary-free life of pseudo-selfishness for themselves. While doing all of these, their talisman
is Islamic Feminism.

Luckily, a feminist Barbara Christian in her article “The Race for Theory” regrets that West has become the sole owner
of the license of giving theory. So, to conceptualize Islamic Feminism and advocate it based on Feminism is actually
surrendering to hegemonic intellectual world of the West. If the essential decolonization takes place, one will come
up only with Islam, not Islamic Feminism. Islamic Feminism expresses a defensive standpoint when Muslims and
Islam are under tremendous pressure, even attacks, for all the artificial or manufactured reasons that are the doings of
predatory Western politics. The defensive position of Islamic Feminism discloses its lack of confidence in Islam.
Women’s emancipation from deprivation and torture is not only a matter of greater welfare of mankind but also a
matter of their survival. For this purpose, agreeing with the Egyptian scholar Abdul Waheb M. Elmissiri, we advocate
Women’s Liberation Movement which is Is%amic in addition to being universal, holistic and human-friendly.

Atlast, we go back to Nehlin, who also represents two more victims of road and rail accident — Monju and Sirat. Monju
and Sirat were also students of the Department of English Language and Literature, [IUC. Our hearts are torn every
time we remember them. But their memories should also prompt within us critical and intellectual engagements for
the betterment of our society as we have done here with regard to the illegitimacy of Feminism and Islamic Feminism
which do not address general human issues.

The
officer allowed me to bring her home with me after knowing my identity. That day, this girl seemed quite happy and
relaxed with me, maybe she understood that she was unwanted to everyone in her surrounding. I gave her a job at the
garments factory where I work as an AGM. I also managed a room for her. Surprisingly, all this time she never told a
word but she gave alook full of gratitude every time I looked at her. She never understood my speech unless it's spoken
in Chittagonian language. Everyone at her workplace thought she's mute. But, for some unknown reasons, I've always

After three months of working, she turned into a beautiful woman leaving behind the miserable health and mental
condition. And like every other love stories, a guy fell in love with her beauty and behavior despite the fact that she's
mute. When he came to know I am the one who brought her here, he rushed to me with a proposal I couldn't refuse.
This good guy wanted to marry her. I tried to make him understand that he'd get nothing except the bride. But he
seemed really desperate. So, I agreed. They got married and she was quite happy. The couple worked together and lived
together. I used to visit her workplace and never saw her without a smiling face. A perfect married life that all of us

may cnvy.

Things were going to the way as it's supposed to go. But one day, she spoke some words for the first time. A long desired
good news for every woman of this mother Earth. This news completes the entity of a woman. She was blessed with
the fruit of her love, she got pregnant. Mistakenly, she couldn't help expressing happiness on that very special day
and uttered the news to her loving and caring husband.

She was in that state for about three more days and then on the night of
4th December while I was reciting the Holy %gran, tears flooded her eyes and her body started to spasm. The seizure
took control of her body and gradually her body seized up. Uneasiness and fear rushed down my spine. I felt my limbs
were too heavy to lift and I couldn’t even utter a word or shout out to others to come.

The Jewel of the Orient
Siamese F ighting F iSh [ Sarwar Hossain-29th Bacth]

The Siamese fighting fish, or betta, is a vibrantly-colored fish often seen swimming solo in ornamental vases in both
the office and home. This, along with their large ray-fins, makes them extremely popular fish breeds purchased by
the aquarists. In fact, Betta Fish are one of the oldest known freshwater fish to be kept in home aquariums along
with their close relatives the goldfish and paradise fish. In the wild, their colors are dull greyish-green or drab brown,
except when they get agitated. The betta fish popular in aquariums, however, have been bred to display vibrant red,
green, and royal blue colors.

History of Siamese Fighting Fish

The Betta was first discovered in Southeast Asian countries like Thailand, Cambodia, Laos and Vietnam, where

they live in ditches, rice paddies, shallow pools and slow moving streams. Bettas are predominately found within the
Mekong River; a large continuous river running through numerous countries in Southeast Asia. They are used to
living in small puddles, rice paddies, drainage ditches and the warm flood plains of the region once the rivers have
dried up and over the years have adapted to this. Constant, catastrophic flooding, droughts and shallow waters of the
rice paddies/drains enabled bettas to evolve into labyrinth fish so that they could survive in changing environmental
conditions. A labyrinth fish has the unique ability to breathe oxygen directly from the air and also take in oxygen
from its gills. As a result, bettas and other labyrinth fish can survive for short periods of time out of water and if
needed, can inhale the air around them. This also explains why a betta can sustain itself in stagnant, oxygen-deficient
water or in smaller water quantities compared to other species of fish.

Over 150 years ago, Betta keeping began in Siam (today known as Thailand). Children collected these territorial

fish in rice paddies and would place them together to watch them spar, hence the name Siamese Fighting Fish.

These fights would determine which Betta was titled village champion. Soon, betting on these contests became
commonplace. In fact, the sport became so renowned in Thailand that the former King of Siam had it regulated

and taxed! Spectators of the sport based their bets on the bravery of the fish, rather than the damage inflicted fish

by the victor. In 1840, the King gave some fish to a man who, in turn, gave them to Danish physician, Dr. Theodore
Cantor. The doctor bred and studied them, later writing a scientific paper that identified them as Macropodus
pugnax. When it was discovered that there already was a fish by that name, Charles Tate Regan renamed them “Betta
splendens’, meaning “beautiful warrior”, a name that stands to this day. Bettas were first imported into France and
Germany in the 1890s.

Mystery of its name

Betta Fish are Zﬁen referred to as Siamese Fighting Fish and people sometimes wonder why. Other people who know them
as Siamese Fighting Fish wonder why some call them Betta Fish.

The common name given to them ‘Betta; originated from an ancient Asian clan of warriors called the ‘Bettah’ The fish
were given a combatant name after the fighting fish became popular in the mid-1800s. Along with being named after
a warrior clan, local people in Thailand refer to them as ‘Tkan Bettah’ In Thai, ‘Tkan Bettah’ means biting fish which
accurately sums up the behaviour of Bettas. Other people refer to them as Siamese Fighting Fish. The people of Siam
(later known as Thailand) would refer to them as fighting fish as they were originally bred for domesticated fighting.
This is how they have come to be known as Betta ﬁs%- or Siamese Fighting Fish today.

Nature

They are called Siamese fighting fish for a reason. Bettas are known to be highly territorial. Males in particular are
prone to high levels of aggression and will attack each other if housed in the same tank. If there is no means of es-
cape, this will usually result in the death of one or both of the fish. It is typically not recommended to keep male and
female bettas together, except temporarily for breeding purposes which should always be undertaken with caution.
However, female betta fish can live together and male %etta fish may be able to live with other species of fish (except
small fish). Unlike other schooling fish, they prefer to swim alone and also need a comfortable place to hide. Aquatic
caves or dense, planted corners work great in making a betta feel safe.
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As mentioned, the vibrantly colored bettas that are seen in pet stores got that way through selective breeding. Wild
betta fish are normally dull greyish-green or drab brown in color with short fins; nothing like the spectacularly color-
ed, long-finned beauties of today! Through careful selective breeding, a wide range of colors and fin types have been
developed. Part of what makes bettas so fascinating are their wide variety of shapes and colors. The tail shapes alone
include half-moon, crown, comb, delta, double feather, halfsun, plakat, rose, round, spade, veil, and more. Contrary
to males, females do not usually have flowing dorsal fins.

Ways to Differentiate:

Males and Females are easy to tell apart! Males typically are more brilliantly colored and have long ﬂowirég fins. They
also have a more distinct "beard" and are larger overall than the females. Females have short fins and will display
vertical stripes and an egg spot when ready to mate.

How to Create a Stimulating Environment for Betta :

A betta fish can live up to three years if it is well cared for.One should keep in mind that bettas don't necessarily have
to be kept solitary. A male betta can be kept in a community of fish (without other male bettas and small fish) and
female bettas can be kept together in small groups in tanks that provide enough personal space for all of them. In
addition, the tips that follow will help creating a stimulating environment to %(cepbetta happy and healthy.

o Tanksize: It is to make sure that Betta has ample space — at least 12 square inches of fresh water for each betta
fish. Tiny tanks or fish bowls do not provide adequate space or a healthy environment for Siamese fighting fish.
These fish are known to be intelligent and curious, and small bowls do not meet the fish’s behavioural or phys-
iological needs. Siamese fighting ésh are excellent jumpers so the tank should be covered with a lid to prevent
escape. They also require occasional surface air, even if water oxygen is plentiful, so there must be some space
between the water and the tank lid in which to take in air.

o Filteration: Filterered water should be use and need to set up a filter that keeps tank water clean and flowing.
For small tank, sponge filter is recommended. Siamese fighting fish prefer low flow as this mimics their natural
habitat.

o Substrate: Natural rocks, gravel and sand are all accceptable as substrate. It is recomended not to use mosaic
rocks and any artificial elements.

o Heater and thermometer: Siamese fighting fish are from a tropical climate, so proper heating is essential. A
submersible aquarium thermometer, especially in winter season, is needed to control water temperature (The
preferred water temperature for a betta is between 23 to 30 Degree Celsius). Excessive cold water can suppress
the immune system of Betta and cause illness.

o Tank Ornaments/Plants: An empty, bare tank is generally boring for bettas and does not make them
happy. To mimic their natural environment, providing plants, rocks, structures, toys would be best. They love
driftwoods to swim through and rock caves to hide in. It's important to make sure the "object” added to fish
tank is non-toxic.

o Tank Maintenance: When cleaning a betta’s tank, it is needed only to take out about 1/3 of the water each
time and it have to be replaced with fresh water. This will gently allow the fish to adjust to the temperature
and pH of clean water - while not upsetting the biological balance of the fish's environment. This should be
performed once per week, using a gravel vacuum to remove waste and uneaten food from the substrate. The tank
should be kept out of direct sunlight to inhibit algae growth and excessive heat. It is reccommended not to use
soap or detergent to clean off fish tank or ornaments or decorations of the tank. This will harm the fish. Plain
warm water will work just fine for cleaning these items.

o Diet: Bettas are carnivores. A healthy betta diet consists of bloodworms, brine shrimp, and daphnia. High-
-quality commercial “betta pellets” [available at petstores] combine these foods along with other vitamins and
minerals essential for betta’s health.

A little research and preparation makes a big difference in optimizing the health of betta. By providing the right
environment and a healthy diet, one can help this colorful little pal to stay happy and healthy for a nice long time.

Selling a Betta in a fish bowl or vase with a plant has become a popular sales
technique. Because Betta fish can live in small water with low oxygen, this
doesn't mean they prefer it. This beautiful fish actually requires more space than
one might expect. Unfortunately, the idea that it can be kept in a flower vase is
widely civculated, but this is not a healthy or humane way to house the beautiful
creation.

The original Betta fish were dull greyish-green or drab brown in color unlike
the multitude of colored Bettas we see today. Betta fish can learn to recognize
their owners and perform tricks, such as following your finger around the bowl,
swimming through hoops, or pushing a ball into a goal.
