few of them have reached close to their
completion. This is to be noted that despite |
our heartiest efforts, some of the plans and
projects are yet remained to be accomplished
particularly due to financial constraints.

Alhamdulillah, Allah (SWT) enabled us to accomplish the under mentioned works during the last two
(02) years with the generous support of our Trustees of home and abroad and our well wishers.

A. Academic Development

Needless to mention we have given highest priority to our Academic development. Within 14 years of
its inception, the number of students at IIUC has now reached to more than 10,000/- (ten thousand) in
eleven Departments under five Faculties. More than 100 students amongst them are from abroad, viz.
China, Nepal, India, Somalia, Algeria, Sri Lanka & Maldives etc. Bounteous blessings of Allah (SWT)
merged with honest endeavors of Trustees, executives, teachers, officers and students are lying
behind this continuous progress.

Currently the Academic Staff members of [IUC are 440 out of them 75% are regular teachers and many
of them are Ph.D. holders or having foreign exposure. lIUC is the only Private University which offers
scholarships and generous financial assistances to its Academic Staff for pursuing higher studies. So
far more than 20 academic and administrative staff members have obtained Ph.D., MS or other
training from abroad on IUC’s financial support.

IIUC is now the member
of the Federation of the universities of Islamic World. IIUC has been honored with the offer for getting
membership of Associate in of common health universities (ACU). This is a highly prestgius academic
recognition of IIUC. The Bachelor degrees in CSE & CCE are accredited by the Board of Accreditation
for Engineering & Technical Education (BAETE). Very soon IIUC is going to launch the Cisco Certified
Network Academy (CCNA) Professional Programs under the Faculty of Science & Engineering.

2. Permanent Female Campus:

Construction work of 20 storied Academic Building (Academic Building-1) is going on at
Chandgaon of Chittagong City with an aim to establish the Permanent Female Campus.
Total built up area: 346,740 Sq.ft. (32,225 Sq.Meter). 20% construction work has been
competed with a target to accomplish the construction work in such a level so that
academic activities can be started there from next year. Piling work in the total campus
area has already been completed.

3. HIUC Tower:

60% construction work of IIlUC Tower (financed by IDB) at Agrabad, Chittagong has been
completed. Projected 16 storied IIUC Tower Building will be completed shortly and
hopefully may be started the operation from the middle of the next year Inshallah. Total

built up area: 131,250 Sq.ft. (12,198 Sq.Meter).

4. IUC Dhaka Campus:

IIUC Dhaka Campus is the only outer campus of IIUC and the largest outer campus
among all the private universities of Bangladesh. Now IIlUC Dhaka Campus has 16
multistoried academic and administrative buildings at Dhanmondi area of Dhaka. During
last two years an academic building has been -

rented for the EEE department at Dhanmondi. 02
flats have been rented for the female students to
meet their accommodation requirement. The
authority has a plan to purchase an academic
building as soon as possible. IIUC Dhaka Campus
has owned 80 decimals of land to build
permanent campus at Keranigonj, Dhaka. Dhaka
Campus also purchased a floor of 7683 sft. at
Rangs Nilu Tower, Dhaka. During last two years 1
Computer Lab, 1 Physics Lab and 01Computer i
IFterfacing Lab have been installed with required equipments and apparatus.

5. International Islamic Medical College & Hospital (IIMCH)

It is to be mentioned here that we started the journey of International Islamic Medical
College & Hospital (IIMCH) at Shamsherpara, Chittagong with a target to get the
Government approval to run it as a full pledged Medical College but could not achieved
teh target due to some difficult preconditions introduced by the Government. However,
IIMCH started the admission at Dental College with existing facilities up getting the
approval of Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of Bangladesh. It is affiliated
with the University of Chittagong and is recognized by Bangladesh Medical & Dental
Council. IUCT is strongly optimistic that it will be a prestigious project and will help
eventually to reach our target of getting Government approval as a complete Medical
College and Hospital. During last two years we also accomplished the following physical
development for the Medical Campus:
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i. A 10-storied 250 bed Hospital Building is, hopefully, going to be completed soon Inshallah
at the International Islamic Medical College & Hospital Campus at Shamsherpara of
Chandgaon, Chittagong. The construction work is being done by IIUC's own finance and
donation of Sk. Abdul Elah Bin Abdullah Mutawa. 80% construction work is already been
completed. Total built up area: 65,000 Sq.ft. (6,041 Sq.Meter).

ii. Construction work of 02 storied Dormitory Building has been completed up to 75% at
Medical Campus with IIMCH’s own finance. Total built up area: 12,500 Sq.ft. (1,162 Sg.Meter).

Besides above mentioned buildings, required laboratories have been furnished with and
necessary medical equipments & apparatus have been purchased for the College and
Hospitals.

Notable that, at present, 75-bed General Hospital with outdoor, surgery & maternity and full
dentistry with 25 units have been providing treatments to the people of Chittagong.

6. Beautification and renovation

A Beautification Committee has been formed especially for the Permanent Campus to make the
campus attractive with natural beauty. Beautification work is going on in line with the Master Plan
of Permanent Campus. The Conference Hall of IIUC, Office of the Vice-Chancellor, Office of the
Secretary of IUCT, Office of the Treasurer, IIUC and some other offices have been renovated in
this year.

7. Seed-bed & Nursery at Permanent Campus:

We took steps for Tree Plantation in the University. During last two years More than 10,000
seedlings have been planted of different species at Permanent Campus. A permanent seed-bed
cum Nursery has been prepared for seedling of different species of plant and now it is a petty
income-generating project as we sold a good number of plants this year.

At present, due to planned tree plantation, the Permanent Campus of IIUC has become the most
beautiful Campus with natural beauty among all private Universities of Bangladesh.

C. Land Purchase Report

During last two (02) years the following pieces of land for different Campuses has been
purchased:-

i. Permanent Campus (Male): As a continuous development to furnish Permanent Campus as
per the Master Plan we purchased 703 decimals (28,224.54 sq. meter) of land for the Permanent
Campus at Kumira. The total campus area of the Permanent Campus is 30 acre and 30
decimals. However, 681 decimals of land have been finalized to purchase through a deed of
agreement with the landowner.

ii. Permanent Campus (Female): With a target for setting up Permanent Female Campus, 179.292
decimals (7,227 sq. meters) land have been purchased at Chandgaon of Chittagong City. The
authority has a plan to purchase more required land to furnish the Campus as per the plan.

iii. Dhaka Campus: No new land could be purchased at Dhaka Campus. 79 decimals (3171.75
sq. meter) of land we have at Chunukutia of keraniganj, Dhaka in order to build Permanent
Dhaka Campus.

iii. Medical Campus: 1.50 acres (6,072 sq. meter) of land has been purchased to build
necessary infrastructures of IIMC as per the Master Plan.
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D. IT Development Report:

Optical Fiber Networking has been installed in different academic and administrative buildings
at Permanent Campus. IIUC is the subscriber of 5189 (on different titles) E-journals from
twenty (20) online international publishers.

A web site with sufficient information has been updated; however it is a continuous process.

IIUC is now a university where all the departments are equipped with IT based Laboratory having
950 computers. More than 350 Computers have been purchased during last two years and some
more are going to be purchased.

The bandwidth has been increased from 384/192 Kbps to 3072/3072 Kbps, which is ten
times more than that of the previous capacity. It is mentionable that this bandwidth is the
highest among all other public and private universities in Bangladesh.

E. Report on LID Activities:

International Islamic University Chittagong (IIUC) authority has established the largest
Library among all the private universities of the country. Its full name is "Library and
Information Division (LID)".

There are more than 1,27,840 books in IIUC Library covering the subjects relating to the
academic programmes and other co-curriculum disciplines. There are also journals,
periodicals, research and thesis papers, reports, conference proceedings, handbooks,
manuals, encyclopedias, dictionaries, CD, VCD etc. for the users which are treated as
reference collections and these can only be used within the library. The library collections
are being arranged and organized according to the DDC scheme & AACR-2, so that a user
can easily find any book or other resources among huge collections of the library.

The library building is situated in its own permanent campus at Kumira located in a nice
scenic view and which is probably the most beautiful library building among all of its kind in
Bangladesh. The library can accommodate easily over 456 users at a time in its full air-
conditioned reading room. More than 300 users use the library every day.

The library operates a network of CCTV camera inside the library to ensure the security of
its own self and also its resources.

Scholarship :

At present 300 students ( Local and foreign ) have been enjoying full or partial scholarship
sponsored by various International organizations like World Assembly of Muslim Youth (
WAMY), Ministry of Awgaf & Islamic Affairs, Kuwait, Holy Quran Memorization Organization

Foreign Scholarship for Higher Study abroad :

00 A number of faculty members of IIUC have obtained PhD. And Master from different
foreign  Universities with scholarship offered by SDSWD. Recently 04 faculty members of
different departments of IIUC returned from abroad after completion of higher study:

IIUC selects 2 best students from IIUC's graduates for pursuing higher studies abroad each
year. It should be noted that IIUC aims at appointing some of them as faculty members
considering their academic excellence as well as commitment to Islam. During last two
years, 02 brilliant student of the Department of Computer Science & Engineering and
Department of Business Administration have joined IIUC after completing MSC. from
England and Thailand respectively. They enjoyed full scholarship from IHUC.

Financial Assistance:

IIUC offers generous financial assistance to the poor and meritorious students. Apart from
the amount granted for regular scholarship as mentioned above, IIUC keeps aside more than
5% of its revenue for granting financial assistance to the students based on semester
results. Priority is given to those who are from poor family but meritorious. During last two
years 2007-2009 IIUC provided an amount of Tk.4,37,24337 as Financial Assistance to
about 2000 students in different categories.

1. As per IIUC's existing rule a student may get the chance of full free studentship if
obtained Golden GPA in HSC and or SSC exam or equivalent.

2. Students obtaining GPA 4.00 ( for ELL-3.75) in the semester final examination may get
exemption of full tuition fee in the following semester.

3. 25% waiver on Tuition fee if two or more siblings study at HUC simultaneously.

4. Students of Shariah Faculty usually get full exemption of tuition fees.
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G. Islamization Activities

During last two years, a good number of Islamization activities have been conducted under
the supervision of Islamization Committee.

Programs are being conducted by the Central Islamization Committee and Departmental
Islamization Committees in all the Departments. In the Annual Budget of Fiscal year 2009 -

Preamble:

| express my heartfelt gratitude towards the Almighty Allah (SWT) for having a change to
record some information and highlight some facts about the glorious past and encouraging
present of International Islamic University Chittagong (IIUC) with an expectation for its more
bright future.

The 1IUC is not the only Islamic University in Bangladesh but it was preceded with another
sister University of its kind in 1986 which was established according to the recommendation
of the 1st World Conference on Muslim Education held in Makka in 1977. This Conference
had recommended for establishing three Islamic Universities in three important Muslim
majority countries viz. Bangladesh, Pakistan & Malaysia. Subsequently the 1st two Islamic
Universities were established in 1983 and the third one in 1986. But within four years after
the commencement of academic activities of the Islamic University Bangladesh at Gazipur in
1986 it had to face a great disaster in 1990 due to a conspiracy against the ever first Islamic
University of Bangladesh. The then President of Bangladesh General H.M. Ershad decided to
shift this University from Gazipur district situated near the Capital City Dhaka to Kustia a
remotest place in the border of India. The objective was clear so that the only Islamic
University in the country does not flourish and cannot attain an International Status. This
conspiracy against the interest of the nation was implemented by the armed force in the
darkness of night.

At this juncture a group of philanthropists and social workers in Chittagong, the gateway of
Islam came forward with a bold step for establishing an alternative University which would
be Islamic in character, International in nature, an Instltutlon of higher learning and a center
of excellence in education. It was a long ;
cherished dream of the Muslim
Intellectuals and Islamic activists to see
an alternative Islamic  University
flourished in a country like Bangladesh
which is inhabited by 90% Muslim
population after the state of
disappointment due to Government's
conspiracy against the newly established
Ist Islamic  University as per
recommendation of the 1st World
Conference on Muslim Education held in
Makka in 1977.

* Pro-Vice-Chancellor, International Islamic University Chittagong
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this noble objective, and as such, they succeeded to obtain Government's permission and
started the academic activities of this University in 1995 with 47 students in three
departments and. These three founding departments were (1) Qur anic Science & islamic
Studies under the Faculty of Shari’ah (2) Business Administration under the Faculty of
Business Studies and (3) Computer Science & Engineering under the Faculty of Modern
Science (later renamed as the Faculty of Science & Engineering). However, this University
witnessed a tremendous progress and unprecedented popularity from the nation and the
admission seekers at home and abroad.

Now upon completion of 14 years, the number of students at [IUC has reached to more than
10,000/- (ten thousand) in eleven Departments under five Faculties. More than 100 students
amongst them are from abroad, viz. China, Nepal, India, Somalia, Sri Lanka & Maldives etc.
One of the main causes behind the success of this effort is Allah's favour due to /khlas and
unguestionable sincerity of the founders of this University.

The other reason is the continuous support by the external members of IUCT whose
presence has made this organization an august body consisting of the cream personalities
of the Muslim Ummah. To mention here for example Prof. Dr. Abdullah Umar Naseef, as the
Chairman of the IUC Trust, Dr. Abdullah Abdul Aziz al Musleh, the Senior Vice-Chairman of
the IUC Trust, Prof. Dr. Yousuf al-Qaradawi, Dr. Saleh bin Humayd, Shaikh Yousuf Jassem al-
Hajji, Shaikh Naser Hamadan Al-Za'abi, His Excellency Mamun Abdul Qayyum, the former
